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This class is for people who come from outside the UK, who speak, 
read and write a little English. You will practise reading, writing and 
speaking English, learning : reading and understanding e-mails, 
letters, adverts, notes, invitations and basic grammar.
You will take the ESOL Entry 1 reading exam and gain a qualification.

Learners must be over 19 on the 1st August of the academic year they 
start their learning.  Note: if not ordinarily resident in UK for 3 years 
(Please speak to  a member of staff to confirm eligibility for funding).

You will 
do an assessment at the start of the course to find out what level you 
are currently working towards.
