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In this class you will learn to speak English. It is a second English 
class for people who come from outside the UK and speak very little 
English/only a few words. You will practise speaking and listening to 
people in your life and work, learning: telling the time, calling in sick to 
school or work, leaving a voicemail message, following instructions, 
health and safety signs, calling 999/112, filling in application forms.

You will do an assessment at the start of 
the course to find out what level you are currently working towards.
